
TENNIS OPERATING PROCEDURES  
 

I.  Dates/Sites  
 
 The GCAC MenÕs and WomenÕs Conference Championship will be played on Friday and 
Saturday, with Sunday a rain date, the 3rd weekend of April. This date can be altered if conflicts 
occur.  
 
 The site will rotate from institution to institution unless coaches select a recurring site 
because of court availability.  
 
 Coaches will select the rotation and/or selected location at a fall meeting or 
telephonically.  
 
II.  Format  
 
 Each men and womenÕs team will participate in the conference championships. Teams 
will be seeded by coaches prior to play. Seeding will be based on best record of a home and home 
match regular season between teams. Head to head match results, head to head sets won, and a 
coin flip will decide tiebreaks.  
 
 Using a team format with a loserÕs bracket, teams will play out to decide first to last 
place.  
 
III.  Rules  
 
 USTA and ITA Rules will apply. By mutual agreement, coaches can shorten matches to 
no add or pro set format if weather requires.  
 
 Teams will play singles players and doubles teams at the line played in 50% of the 
regular season conference matches. Conflicts because of injuries, illness or change of doubles 
partners will be discussed with all coaches at the seeding meeting prior to beginning of play.  
Matches may be called when match is clinched if coaches agree.  
 
 An individual singles and doubles tournament may be conducted at the end of team play 
at the coachÕs discretion.  
 
IV.  Squad Limits and Requirements  
 
 No limit on squad size. In order for a school to count tennis as one of the sports required 
to fulfill conference membershipo requirements, there must be a minimum squad of five 
competitors.  
 
V.  Entry Fees  
 
 All teams must pay fees prior to participation. All other expenses will be the 
responsibility of the individual institution.  
 
VI.  Awards
